EARN YOUR LICENSE - You need a license to compete, and to get one you need to gradu-
ate from novice school. A challenging and fun course, novice school breaks down like this: 

Thursday: an evening talking about the basics of racing.   
Friday: an entire day running drills on the racetrack.   
Saturday: a day of practice with the experts, and then . . . 
Sunday: compete in your FIRST RACE!
